Once selected, they create materials to promote it, starting with a job
description to capture key responsibilities of the role along with any qualifications, skills and
experience needed. This learning is then used to create a fun and lively job advertisement to appeal to
their peers. The job advertisement can be made using a variety of media, for example, film, poster,
presentation, leaflet or website.
